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WOW! It was abusy
month! Thanks to everyone
who helped get the 2009-
2010 budget together. The
annual budget was
presented at the first
Hippocratic Council
meeting of the year on
October 14™. The total
budget is up this year to
$59,723.98 from
$51,491.47 last year. This
large leap isdueto afew
changes and new policies
that have been implemented
since the 2008-2009 year
that will be described
below.

Council spending was
allocated at $22,135.78, 37%
of thetotal budget. Thisis
higher than last year dueto
more people attending CFM S
and other conferences as well
as other miscellaneous costs.
Clubs spending was allocated
at $21,538.20, 36% of thetotal
budget. Thisamount isalso
higher than last year for
several reasons: there are
more clubs this year than last
year (75 clubs vs. 59 clubs)
and there isabigger push to
make clubs more accessible to
the Windsor campus. Windsor
accessibility was addressed in
two ways. First, there are
several Windsor only clubs
who received funding on the
same basis as London based
clubs.

Second to ensure equality
when V Cing talks from
London to Windsor we have
allocated 5% of the total
clubs spending ($1000.00)
towards funding food for
students in Windsor
attending these talks
throughout the year.

Theremaining
$16,050.00, 27%, of our
budget was allocated for
various service expenses
throughout the year
including: OMSW and
MedGames bus subsidies,
classtransfers, O-Week,
and cable/ telephone bills
for thelounge. This
amount is also higher than
in previous years dueto a
new policy for funding
transportation for students
travelling from Windsor
to London for Integration
Weekends. Thisyear we
have allocated $900.00
for this based on three
proposed Integration
Weekends and a
reimbursement of $30.00
per car for amaximum of
10 cars.

The budget this year is
quite large and the
revenues that our council
currently has are not
enough to cover the
increased cost.

At this time the budget has
not been fully approved by
the Hippocratic Council,
however it has been
approved on atemporary
basis and amounts will be
adjusted to submit for re-
approva at the November
meeting. Council members
are being asked to revise
their budgets and we are a'so
trying to increase revenues
by any means possible.

Due to our increased
financial needsthis year |
plan to assist our
Fundraising Director in
facilitating the Partnersin
Excellence (P.I.E.) program.
Hopefully through this
program we will be able to
secure severa sponsors for
Schulich and ensure that the
Hippocratic Council has
enough funding for all of our
2009-2010 initiatives. We
have aready secured
Scotiabank asalarge
sponsor of P.I.E. this year
with a contribution of
$15,000.00.

Asyou may recall, | reported last summer on potential expansion that has come to pass.
Next year we will be admitting 171 students to first year, our highest enrollment ever, with
38 students at our Windsor campus. | am so pleased that we will be able to accommodate
more of the outstanding applicants to Schulich Medicine than ever before, and that we can
more fully utilize the beautiful facilities in Windsor.

Speaking of Windsor, we are now into Y ear 2 of the 4 year program, and it is going well.
In 2010-11, the SWOMEN-Windsor clerkship will disappear as Windsor will have ‘grown
their own' clerks. We are very grateful to al students who are working to ensure that we
remain One School: Two Campuses. Parties are good for you!

We haven't forgotten the space needs in our London campus. The centrepiece of our
budget plan from Schulich this November is the proposed new Medical Education and
Research building. We want to move ahead as soon as possible with renovations to Kresge
and Medical Biology Labs but also to get university support to seek aggressively for funds
to build Phase one out into the parking lot beside Clinical Skills - retaining the Garden in
the design. The costs are substantial so we need both donors and some provincia funding
if we are to achieve the dream of the completed building. We are well aware of the acute
need for student gathering space. We have aso identified the need for additional wired
classroom space that is large enough to accommodate the full class size - likely a short
term solution will be to utilize a classroom in another building. Thanks to student leaders
who have been working on student space needs - both identification and resolution.

One of the elements of our Strategic Plan, and Western's overall Plan, is to increase our
international activities, including the attraction of graduate students from other countries as
well as making available opportunities for Western students to go abroad for work-study or
research experiences. Our Office of Global Health, ably led by Dr. Neil Arya, isup and
running, with lots of student engagement, to ensure increased connections abroad and
within under-served communities in Canada, as well as proper pre-departure and post-
return briefings. Some of our Schulich medical student and faculty leadersin Global
Health are also leading the way nationally towards a Global Health curriculum.

Stay tuned for the rel ease of the recommendations of the Future of Medical Education
Project which will provide principlesto ground continuing change in Canada's
undergraduate medical school programs.
